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Guidelines for MVYAA Magic (Select) Teams
1. The Mt. Vernon Magic program is designed to be a “house and high school ball friendly” select or tournament program, meaning that the teams will be designed to augment or enhance, rather than detract from, local house ball (recreational) and high school softball programs.

2. The MVYAA-Softball Board will determine each season how many Magic programs will be sponsored and the applicable age brackets.  Players participating “out of bracket” shall be done only with the approval of both Magic coaches involved.  

3. The Board will approve the selection of head coaches, who may in turn choose their assistant coaches.  Any unfilled coaching positions may be filled with the approval of the Commissioner and Vice-Commissioner.  

4. Each Magic team may adopt its own schedule and procedures pursuant to the authority of its respective head coach, provided that the Board approves the team’s schedule and budget.

5. All funding (income and expenditures) shall go through the MVYAA-Softball treasury and not ad hoc by team.  Every effort shall be made to minimize the expense of Magic softball (e.g., by focusing on local tournaments and recycling uniforms each season).  

6. All Magic income and expenditures will be booked separate and apart from house softball income and expenditures (i.e., there will be no intermingling of house and Magic funds).  

7. Each Magic team shall have at least one “open” tryout in the spring before selecting its final roster.  Tryouts shall be open to any age-eligible player.  Fall rosters may be formed by returning players with vacancies filled by tryout at the discretion of the coaches.  

8. Each Magic coach shall have complete discretion in selecting his or her final roster and making all decisions regarding game play, positions, and substitutions.  In roster selection, preference should be given to “home” house league players (i.e., MVYAA, FHYAA, and APLL) as well as to returning Magic players in good standing. 

9. Magic players are strongly encouraged (and expected) to play either house or school ball during the primary house seasons.  Only the head coach may waive this expectation in special circumstances, such as conflict with another school team, etc.  

10.  Players rostered on a Magic team may not simultaneously play in the same season for another select or travel team without advance MVYAA-Softball Board approval.  
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
